Migrants are interested in RF legislation
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Yerevan citizen Ashkhen Kirakosyan wonders what will become of her daughter and grandchild after they join her son-in-law, an illegal migrant in Russia. Mrs. Kirakosyan today visited the Confederation of Trade Unions of Armenia (CTUA) to find an answer to the question. 

CTUA renders free legal assistance on issues concerning labour migration and trafficking in foreign countries.

"Most of our visitors are interested in Russian legislation. We provide information on the migration legislation, labour legislation and try to keep people informed about RF laws before their departure, for them to feel protected in the new country," CTUA senior representative Elen Manaseryan told A1+.

The main visitors of the confederation are the relatives of migrants who ask numerous questions concerning their upcoming travel.

80 % of Armenian migrants in Russia are from marzes who leave in search of better job opportunities. 
The center gets about 10 calls a day.

Elen Manaseryan says people mainly complain of living and working conditions abroad saying they were forced to stay to repay their debts. The migrants had no other alternative.
